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Probabilistic forecast information is rapidly proliferating, injecting in a new wave of uncertainty into the forecast and warning process. While most scientists agree that this is a positive development, incorporating probability information into risk communication can be challenging because probabilities are notoriously difficult to communicate effectively to lay audiences. This talk will discuss an ongoing effort to identify and overcome some of these challenges by reviewing past research to develop recommendations for effectively including probabilistic information in weather risk communication.
